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The Community


The New Lexington Community is a rural area encompassing approximately 98 square miles with a city population of 5,000.  There is a diversified industrial base as well as agriculture.  The school district is located 56 miles southeast of Columbus and 28 miles west of Zanesville.

The School


New Lexington School District houses approximately 800 students in two elementary schools, one middle school of 500 students and one high school of 600 students.  The school population is expected to grow slightly in the next few years.  New Lexington schools offer comprehensive education programs K-12.  Academic and extracurricular achievements are a source of pride to the community which has translated into excellent community support and participation.

Diploma Requirements


Students are offered three Career Paths including:  College Preparatory, Business/Computer Technology and Vocational.  Students who wish to take a vocational program may attend the Tri-County Career Center in Nelsonville their junior and senior years enroll in vocational agriculture or work and family life classes at New Lexington High School

Rank


Rank is computed at the end of each academic year and in the senior year, is also calculated at the end of the first semester.  All students and all classes are included in the class rank.
